Since the State Election | have met and talked
several times with the new Minister for Local
Government, Ron Hoenig to discuss key issues
facing the local government sector, including the
demerger of Cootamundra-Gundagai council.

I've briefed the Minister on the legal process
needed to implement the roadmap the Office of
Local Government has developed.

Discussions about the demerger will continue with
the Minister, including what legislative changes
may be required and the need for these to occur
as soon as possible. We'll keep the community
informed about our progress.

Under the roadmap a transition manager would be
put in place later this year to oversee the creation
of the two new councils, which would commence
operations before the local government elections
in September 2024.
